	Weekly Maths Tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)
	Weekly Reading Tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)

	· Working on Multiplication Tables Check Practice www.twinkl.co.uk/go – click ‘sign in’ (top right) and the code is YS4061 
· Get a piece of paper and ask your child to show everything they know about addition and subtraction. This could be pictures, diagrams, explanations, methods etc. They can be as creative as they want to be. 
· Play on Hit the Button -  focus on times tables, division facts and squared numbers. 
· Follow our weekly tasks that have been assigned on Abacus www.activelearnprimary.co.uk 
· Get your child to work on their problem solving and reasoning skills by using https://whiterosemaths.com/resources/schemes-of-learning/primary-sols/  .
	· Ask your child to read a chapter from their home reading book or a book that they have borrowed from the library.
· Following this, ask your child to summarise the events from the chapter. They could bullet point what happened, create a comic strip or present the information in their own creative way.
· Encourage your child to note down any unfamiliar words from the chapter they have read. Explore the meanings of these words by using a dictionary, reading around the sentence or using print conventions.
· Challenge your child to read something around the house that isn’t a book. They can then complete their reading diary following this.
· Your child can log on to Bug Club/Oxford Owl and read a book that matches their book band. After this, direct your child to review the text and justify their opinion with examples from the text.

	Weekly Spelling Tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)
	Weekly Writing Tasks (Aim to do 1 per day)

	· Encourage your child to practise the Year 5/ 6 Common Exception Words (see list).
· Then ask your child to choose 5 Common Exception words. They can then write a synonym, antonym, the meaning and an example of how to use the word in a sentence.
· Practise spellings on Spelling Frame.
· Your child can create a vocabulary bank about their family. They may want to use this for some of their writing tasks this week. 
· Get your child to proofread their writing from the day. They can use a dictionary to check the spelling of any words that they found challenging. This will also enable them to check that the meaning of the word is suitable for the sentence.
	· Ask your child to write a diary entry / newspaper report summarising the events from the day. They can write this from their own perspective. 
· Your child can think about a member of their family who is a hero / heroine to them. They can then create an information report about their chosen hero / heroine. 
· What makes your family different to other families? What makes them the same? Ask your child to write a poem about their family, they may even want to perform it too. 
· Children should only be allowed to watch TV for one hour a day. Do you agree/disagree? Write a discussion about this statement. 
· Story task:  Ask your child to design a setting for a story genre of their choice. They can think about any settings that they have encountered in stories before. They must then write a short description including expanded noun phrases, relative clauses and interesting vocabulary (adjectives, similes, powerful verbs, adverbs).


	Learning Suggestion - to be done throughout the week

	The project this week aims to provide opportunities for your child to gain a better understanding of their own family. Learning may focus on the different makeup of families, what traditions your family has, stories linked to your family etc.

· Music from the Past - Your child can research music from the decade their parents, grandparents or other older family members were born. What were the most popular bands or singers during this time? Ask them to perform a song from this decade and create their very own dance routine. Encourage them to explain how they need to improve their performance in order to achieve their personal best.

· Portraits and Photography- Direct your child to take portrait photographs of their family members considering light and textures. Following this, they can then use the photographs to draw portraits in pen considering light and tone. 

· Classification- Ask your child to design a classification key based on the simple physical features of their family. They can then test out the keys on each member of their family. Only use ‘yes’ or ‘no’ questions. 

· Nature vs Nurture- Speak to your child about their appearance, their personality and their dreams for the future. How much of this do they believe is determined by their genes? How much of this is determined by their family/upbringing? Ask them to decide which traits are due to nature and which traits are due to nurture e.g. hobbies and interests or sense of humour. Try this out on other family members. 

· Mapping Skills - Identify the countries or cities within the UK where their family members originate from or live. Children can then plot these on a map and then create a bar chart to show the number of family members who live/lived in each city/country.  

	Additional learning resources parents may wish to engage with

	RE – Our current topic is ‘Sacrifice’. Using www.twinkl.go.uk/go (code RS4230), you can watch some interactive clips about the story of Lent and Easter. Also, you can try different activities for each Learning Focus of the Topic (LF2 – code RT8637, LF3 – code PO5246, LF4 – code KL9016, LF5 – code GT3425, LF6 – code ZH4253).
Some suggested activities for each Learning Focus are listed below:
LF2: The betrayal of Jesus by Judas Iscariot.
· Write a diary entry for Judas using either the scripture from Mark 14: 10-11, 43-46, or Matthew 26: 14-16, 47-50 to help you.  Include Judas’ private thoughts and emotions throughout his conversations with the priests and Jesus showing an understanding of his struggle between betrayal and loyalty.
LF3: The arrest of Jesus.
· Create a picture to describe the events leading to the arrest of Jesus.  
· Explore any of the paintings The Agony in the Garden by Bellini, The Agony in the Garden by El Greco, or Agony in the Garden by Andrea Mantegna.  Compare the pictures with a Gospel account (Luke 22: 39-46, Matthew 26: 36–48; Mark 14: 32–46).  What do you think are the similarities and differences?  Which Gospel account do you think influenced the artist the most?  Reflect quietly on the painting. 
·  Using the account in Luke 22: 39-40 what do you think it tells us about God’s love and care?  What does it tell us about what kind of person Jesus was?  Write a letter from one of the disciples to a friend, describing the story, how they felt, what they believed and what they learned from the experience.
LF4: The sacrifice of Jesus.
· Write a report from Pontius Pilate to Caesar, the Roman Emperor, informing him of the trial of Jesus.  Describe and give reasons for the actions of Jesus, the High Priest and the crowd (Mark 15:1-15).
· What difference does Jesus’ sacrifice make to Christians?  Think of the impact this has had on shaping the lives of Christians.  Research the lives of people who have sacrificed their lives because of their beliefs. Present this as a PowerPoint, speech or magazine article.

Topic – ‘Life is Like a Box of Chocolates’
· Research ways to keep yourself healthy and happy during this school closure.              What can you do to make sure you keep your body moving? Mind working?
· Create a box of chocolates that includes a variety of different approaches to being mindful about your health. For example, ‘do 5 minutes of mindful breathing today’, ‘dance to my favourite just dance video’, etc. Then each day, you can choose a piece of ‘chocolate’ out of the box and complete whichever mindful activity you have taken out.
