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Welsh Cakes
Ingredients                                                        
225g plain flour
85g caster sugar
½ tsp mixed spice
½ tsp baking powder
50g butter, cut into small pieces
50g lard, cut into small pieces, plus extra for frying 
50g currants
1 egg, beaten
splash milk
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Method

STEP 1

Tip the flour, sugar, mixed spice, baking
powder and a pinch of salt into a bowl.
Then, with your fingers, rub in the butter
and lard until crumbly. Mix in the
currants. Work the egg into the mixture
until you have soft dough, adding a
splash of milk if it seems a little dry - it
should be the same consistency as
shortcrust pastry.
